TENNIS COURT SLTUATION

Court #1 was renovated in 2006 and is thus our prime venue. It is in good condition. Court #2 needs to be
renovated to the same standard with a new surface and repairs to the underlying deck. This needs to be
done in the next two years, at a cost of $25-30,000. This expenditure was already envisaged as part of
the 2010 Capital Campaign.

Courts #3 and #4 were built in 1989 and are used currently almost exclusively for junior tennis, a growing
programme. We have been in denial for a long time about the condition of these two courts. For the se-
cond time in three years, we had a major subsidence this spring, necessitating expensive emergency re-

pairs, a real ‘wake up’ call. This issue now needs to be addressed properly.

These courts are on a higher wooden deck than Courts #1 and #2. As a result, they are inherently unsta-
ble, with an uneven and unsatisfactory surface. We are studying various options to remedy the problems,
including filling in the undersurface. These options take time to refine in detail but a basic objective is
clear: we urgently need a long term solution and a replacement of the current courts. As stated in the
Commodores’ News, the cost will be greater than our current resources permit.

Adult tennis members, who, with their families, perhaps comprise over 50% of the membership, are urged
to look at the current facility. In particular, examine the understructure accessible at the SW corner. We
will be soliciting your views on the situation at the Members’ Forum on Aug 7™. Certainly we will need
more money to fund a long term solution, whichever option is chosen.
