When a Member charges an item to their Club ac-
count, an invoice is generated which provides the 
details of the actual charge.  This invoice is emailed 
to the Member with a message stating that it will be 
charged to the credit card on file.  Your credit card 
is not charged at that time since most Members will 
have several different invoices sent to them over a 
week.  When your credit card is actually charged 
there are usually several different invoices which 
are being paid by the transaction.  This is when you 
will receive a message headed ñBankcard Order 
Confirmationò.
